Trainer Criteria

Definitions:

Level I: 
Facilitator: uses the programs in the classroom

Level II: 
Trainer: conducts training for future facilitators

Level III: 
Master trainer: conducts training for future trainers of facilitators (Level II) and also for facilitators (Level I)

To become a listed Real Game Series trainer, an individual needs to attend a train-the-trainer session for each game in which that individual wants to offer training.

To become a master trainer, the following conditions must be met:

· Be very familiar with the game: trained as a listed facilitator in one of the games, taught one of the games, or self-taught

· Have prior experience in training adults

· Have time available to conduct training

· Attend training for one or more of the following: one (1) day of training for Play Real , Make It Real , Real Game, one day and a half (1 1/2) days for Be Real Game and Get Real Game, and 1 day (1) for Real Times, Real Life.

·  No training fee will be charged, but personal travel expenses will be covered. Participants are expected to bring their own games to the training sessions.

· Following training, an individual MUST:

1. Conduct two facilitator training sessions of each game for which they wish a Master Trainer designation at no consulting fee.. Trainers may charge travel and out of pocket expenses. 

2. Submit the training evaluation forms to the National Life Work Center – address below 

3. Following the completion of these steps, individuals may request to be added to the list of Master Trainers by completing the form available online and have their name added to the existing list.

· Trainers who wish to be listed as state recognized trainers must satisfy the requirements set by the State CRN.

**Grandfather Clause:  Individuals who have already completed a Train-the-Trainer session in any of the six Real Game Series programs can complete an application form, available online, to have their name added to the existing list.  Applicants will have to provide the details as to where they were trained and by whom.
